Towards the end of the day a visit is made at the Victoria and
Alfred Waterfront. This is South Africa's most talked about tourist
venue with many shops and restaurants. Overnight at hotel.

And
rightly so, it must be the highlight of any visit to the Mother City, if
not South Africa. Overnight at hotel.
